All items should be in the original labeled container whenever possible and should be sealed and packaged for safe
transport. Used motor oil, oil filters, antifreeze, auto batteries, and household batteries are accepted during regular
business hours in the citizens’ drop-off/recycling area. ITEMS NOT ACCEPTED: include explosives, ammunition,
medical waste, biological waste, asbestos, spray foam insulation, radioactive waste or unknown substances, and
business generated hazardous and electronic waste. Call the Solid Waste Division for assistance in properly managing
items not accepted by the program.
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
