Information from Primary Source Document:

Andrew Pringle paid $25.00 for Rachel to work at his farm. Mr. Pringle gave Rachel food,
three dresses, two pairs of shoes, socks, a bonnet, and a blanket. Rachel was enslaved at
Ben Lomond for one year. We do not know what Rachel did at Ben Lomond but enslaved
workers often cooked food for their owners and also planted and gathered crops on the
farm.
