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Collected Proffers in CIP

Profters are contributions of land, capital improvements,
and funding from developers to address the demand
for community services created by new development.
The inclusion of identified (collected) proffers into
the funding sources for CIP projects reduces the level
of general tax support and makes these projects more
affordable for the community. A total of $7.1 million
in proffers provides funding in FY 12 for projects in the
CIP. The table to the right provides details regarding

profter allocations.
