for each member of the Board of County Supervisors.  Salaries will increase from $42,025 to $43,076 per
annum for the Chairman and from $36,900 to $37,823 per annum for the other supervisors.

B. Dale City Boys and Girls Club - Funding in the amount of $49,010 has been shifted from the Community
Services Board to Board of County Supervisors budget for County’s contribution to the Dale City Boys and
Girls Club.  This will centralize funding for donations to Dale City as well as Dumfries and Manassas Boys and
Girls clubs in a single county agency.

I. Major Issues

A. Increased Revenue - The Communications Division of the Office of Executive Management (OEM) will
realize revenue totaling $400,000 from the Cable Franchise Equipment Grant as provided for in the recently
renegotiated franchise agreement with Comcast Cablevision of Virginia, Inc. The amount represents one percent
of the gross revenues generated in Prince William County by the cable operator. Use of this new revenue
stream, which began in FY 04, is limited to the repair and replacement of cable equipment and will allow the
County to provide educational and informational cable television programming for the public on Channel 23.

B. Expenditure Shift - The agency will shift the following items totaling $83,077 within the Office of Executive
Management base budget by reallocating expenses between and or within Divisions and Programs in order to
support new requirements.

! A shift of $74,500 has been shifted from Consulting Services within the Human Resources Division to
support Organizational Development initiatives in the Training and Development Division.

! A shift of $5,577 to support the Seat Management expenses of additional computers added to agencies
inventories by transfers during FY 03 and now requiring a permanent source of funding.

! A shift of $3,000 between Programs in the County Executive Division to fund an increase in membership
dues of the High Growth Coalition to support the hiring of a part-time executive director to enhance the
organization’s effectiveness.

C. One-time Cost Reductions - A total of $77,755 was removed from the FY 05 base budget for one-time
expenditures for the following items.

!!!!! Preservation of audio taped recordings of the Prince William County Board of Supervisors’ meetings
for archival and historical purposes - $50,000

!!!!! Expenses to support one time operating requirements to support the County’s Diversity Program which
included the production of a recruitment brochure and the purchase of a display board for use at job
fairs, campus visits, and other programs - $10,000

!!!!! Expenses to support one time operating requirements including the purchase of a color copier, a lap top
computer, associated Seat Management costs, and five desk chairs which were in disrepair - $10,295

!!!!! Expenditures included in the FY 04 Adopted Budget Plan for non-recurring costs associated with the
procurement of four computers - $7,460.

II. Base Budget Savings Initiative
As part of the FY 05 budget development process, County agencies joined together to examine and reduce the
base budget.  Executive Management staff facilitated this process through regular management staff meetings
involving County agency directors and their key budget staff, with analytical support from the Budget Office.
In addition to ongoing base budget adjustments described above, this new budget process initiative produced
the following base budget savings.

1. Description - Funding totaling $29,630 is included to fund increases of $3,300 for the Virginia Association
of Counties (VACo), $24,330 for the Northern Virginia Regional Commission, and $2,000 for the High
Growth Coalition. These increases are primarily attributable to the projected increases in Prince William
County’s population based on the Center for Public Service estimates.

! VACo is a service organization dedicated to improving County government in the Commonwealth.  To
accomplish this goal, the Association represents Virginia counties regarding State legislative issues
impacting localities.  The association also sponsors conferences, publications, and programs designed
to improve County government and to keep County officials informed about developments in the State
as well as across the nation.

! The Northern Virginia Regional Commission is charged with the promotion of the physical, social,
and economic development of the Northern Virginia area by encouraging and facilitating local
government cooperation.  The work of the Commission is supported primarily by annual contributions
from 13 member jurisdictions, as well as state and federal funding. When the General Assembly passed
the Virginia Area Development Act of 1968, which subdivided the Commonwealth in 22 planning
districts, each to be serve by a Planning District Commission (PDC), membership was not mandated
by the State, however, non participating localities are ineligible for certain federal grant programs.

! The High Growth Coalition is comprised of member jurisdictions confronted with unique fiscal and
infrastructure development challenges associated with rapid growth who are concerned with the need
to address land use issues in a more unified and strategic approach.  The Coalition provides counsel
and advice on land use issues to the Governor and legislative leadership.

2. Service Level Impacts - There are no direct service level impacts associated with this request however, it
supports the basic service levels of the Office of the County Executive and the policy of the Board of
County Supervisors to make General Fund appropriations of specified amounts to various quasi-governmental
entities for the purpose of promoting the general health and welfare of the community.

1. Description - An increase of $110,668 is included for procurement of consultant services to support the
County’s human resource management systems. Of this amount, $57,500 is included to fund a consulting
services contract to assist the Human Resource staff with revising the Performance Appraisal System, in
place since 1980, with an employee performance management system which, in addition to ensuring that
the mutual needs of the employee and organization are being met, is one wherein compensation, recognition,
and related reward and incentive practices reinforce a high performance work place with a customer service
focus. Originally programmed in FY 06 of the Five-Year Plan, expenditures were advanced to FY 05 due to
the apparent need to revise the existing performance appraisal system in order to align it with employee
performance management initiatives and the organizational strategic goals and objectives, vision and values,
and performance measures.

A total of $53,168 is also included for contractual services to assist the EEO Officer with investigations of
employee grievances. The contractor’s role will be to investigate employee complaints and submit their
findings to the EEO Officer. Contractors will be required to meet stringent bonding and confidentiality
standards. This added resource will permit the EEO Officer sufficient time in FY 05 to prepare a Diversity
Management Plan for the organization which sets forth a plan of action with identified goals, and concrete
strategies for fostering an organizational culture that values and responds to the diversity of the community
and staff.

County Attorney

Strategic Plan Goals
The Board of County Supervisors, with input from citizens and staff, developed and adopted the 2001 - 2005 Strategic
Plan in 2000 to guide the FY 02 - FY 05 Fiscal Plans.  The Strategic Plan contains five major service areas that serve as
the top priorities for County government.  Policy and resource decisions are made with priority given to these areas.

Everyone in County Attorney’s office plays a role in achieving these goals.  The County Attorney’s office role may be
major or minor; it may be a direct responsibility or one where support is provided to others to fulfill their job.  But in all
cases, it is up to County Attorney’s office to perform their individual roles in a collective effort to achieve our strategic
goals.

Economic Development
The County will maintain an economic development climate that will attract and foster the expansion of
environmentally sound industries to create quality jobs, diversify the non-residential tax base, and allow people to
live in, work in and visit Prince William County.

Agency Role
The County Attorney’s office plays a critical role in economic development by advising the Board, the County
Executive, and Economic Development on the various legal issues surrounding economic development prospects.
In addition, the County Attorney’s office reviews and, as necessary, prepares the documents necessary pertaining to
development and other land issues, as well as documents facilitating the transfer of County-owned property to
economic development prospects.

Education
The County will provide a quality educational environment and opportunities, in partnership with the School Board,
the education community, and businesses to provide our citizens with job readiness skills and/or the academic
qualifications for post-secondary education and the pursuit of life-long learning.

Agency Role
The County Attorney’s office assists in promoting a quality educational environment by working with the School
Board in all property/land transactions to facilitate the development and construction of school facilities.  The
County Attorney’s office also reviews requests for public facilities reviews.  In addition, the County Attorney’s
office participates annually in the School-sponsored “So You’re 18" program for High School Seniors through
presentations identifying the various legal issues confronting teens as they reach the age of majority.

Human Services
The County will provide efficient, effective, integrated and easily accessible human services that support individual
and family efforts to achieve independence and self-sufficiency.  The County shall focus on leveraging state and
federal funding and maximizing community partnerships.

Agency Role
The County Attorney’s office is directly involved with the Department of Social Services, the Community Services
Board, the Area Agency on Aging and the Housing Office by providing legal representation, advice and assistance
on various matters, including protective services, adult guardianships and Section 8 housing.  Further, and to the
extent the Human Services Strategic Plan Goal extends to the quality of life for County citizens in general, the
County Attorney’s office provides legal representation, advice and assistance to the County agencies charged with
improving and/or maintaining the quality of life for the County’s residents.

The County Attorney’s office also provides training to the public safety agencies on civil
rights issues and other matters that affect the effective delivery of services.

Transportation

Agency Role
The County Attorney’s Office works closely with Planning and Public Works on planning issues concerning the
location of new roads and property acquisition for this purpose.  The County Attorney’s Office reviews proffers for
transportation improvements.  In addition, the County Attorney’s Office provides legal representation, advice and
assistance concerning the bond referendum process which is essential to the construction of new, and improvement
of existing, roads throughout the County.
