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VA Executive Order Changes

- Executive Order 72 - May 15t

« Mask Mandate - Removes universal indoor mask mandate for fully-
vaccinated individuals, consistent with the latest CDC guidelines.

« CDC Guidelines state that fully-vaccinated individuals do not have to wear
masks in most indoor settings, except on public transit, in health care
facilities, and in congregate settings.

« Masks will continue to be required in K-12 public schools, given low rates
of vaccination among eligible children.

« Businesses retain the ability to require masks

. ggcc)ial gatherings - Increased capacity indoors to 100 and outdoors to

- Entertainment venues - Indoor allowed to operate at 50% capacity
or 1,000 people; outdoor at 50% capacity, no max people.

« Alcohol sales allowed after midnight; dining rooms allowed open later
